 TEXTBOOKS: Student copies, teacher’s 
handbooks and copy masters. 

 REFERENCE TITLES: Books only used in the 
library. Ie: dictionaries, limited copies of 
textbooks etc. 

 FICTION TITLES: Stories – not real life; Ie: Harry 
Potter 

NON-FICTION: Real life, includes literature 



E-BOOKS

 KINDLE TITLES: Fiction and nonfiction titles. Titles can 

be purchased and put on school devices if they 

are requested at the beginning of each financial 

quarter: August/November/January/April

 PDFs: Found online, there are so many free books in 

PDF form. The format can put people off, but it’s 

the same information for free that you would have 

to buy otherwise.
