Al-Rayan International School-ARIS started in 2003 as a small Montessori early years center; little did
we envision that fifteen years later, we would be a leading IB World School, offering the full continuum
(IBPYP, IBMYP and IBDP). Soon, ARIS will also be the first IB School in Africa, and one of the few

worldwide to offer the CP (Career-related Programme) along with all the other IB programmes.

Before our first graduating class in 2016/2017, every year leading up to it would mark the opening of a new higher class. Baby steps to big
leaps, ARIS has been through it all.

While all of these
projects do not come close to summing up the amount of work and dedication that goes into it, what we can hope for is the impact of our
actions on all the communities that we belong to and that surrounds us.

The ARIS15 Fundraising Gala Dinner was not just a celebration but an opportunity to inform our community at large about our engage-
ments and our future goals. It was also a platform to inform our whole community of our upcoming Vision25 Goals which are Personalized
Learning, Student Well-being, Staff Development and School Development. Sharing our vision, Ms. Adzo Ashie, IB Africa Regional Manager
and ARIS Parent, was also present as our Guest of Honor and spoke about empowering our students’skills and bridging them to the world. |
would like to thank all our community who were present to support us on that night.
